HELPFUL HINTS FOR COMPLETING THE AFFIDAVIT OF ELIGIBILITY

What is the “Affidavit of Eligibility” and why do | have to fill it out?

The Affidavit of Eligibility form was created after a new law was passed in 2006. That law requires state agencies to
verify the legal presence of anyone applying for a new license or renewing a current license. As of January 1, 2007,
you cannot be issued a professional license in Colorado without completing this form.

How do | complete the form?

First, select the response below that reflects your current US citizenship status. Then follow these instructions while
you complete the ATTACHED form (please note: this document is not the Affidavit of Eligibility; it is the instructions).
